The race shall be conducted pursuant to:-

 h)   The International Rules for Prevention of Collisions at Sea shall replace the ISAF rules Part 2, between the official hours of Sunset and Sunrise. A breach of these regulations will result in the offending vessel having a penalty applied.

Changes to RRS

RRS 50.2 – Fixed and retractable spinnaker poles will be permitted for the purpose of setting asymmetrical spinnakers.

Safety Requirements

Yachts must comply with current YA Special Regulations (Blue Book 2009-2012) Category 2 including the following YQ approved variations and sections 14 & 15 from the MYCQ’s Sailors Handbook 2012 all of which form part of this Notice of Race.

3.01.1 (a) add For Multihulls “The scantlings of the boat shall be strong enough to bear the stresses induced by the sea and wind in severe conditions that could be met for the duration of the race whether upright or inverted. Hulls shall be watertight and sufficiently buoyant such that the craft will remain afloat with one hull flooded”

3.03, 3.03.1, 3.03.2 Not Required
Amend clause 3.12.1 to read:

“When due to the particular design of a multihull it is impractical to precisely follow Special Regulations regarding pulpits, stanchions, lifelines, the regulations for monohulls shall be followed as closely as possible with the aim of minimizing the risk of people falling overboard. Where lifelines are not fitted to a multihull or are not continuous the crew shall wear safety harnesses that shall be attached at all times when the crew member is outside the area protected by lifelines or nets, where the area protected by nets is taken to mean an area 600mm inboard of the outer edge of any deck, including a float deck, or net.

3.25.6 & elsewhere as a general catch all requirement “For multis only all Safety equipment shall be accessible without requiring full immersion of a crew member from a normal or inverted position

Add a clause 3.25.10 All boats shall be fitted with a speaker facing towards the cockpit crew when in normal sailing position

Revise clause 4.18.3 with “For multis only, stowage location should be accessible from a normal or inverted position without requiring full immersion of a crew member e.g. near transom or re-entry hatch.

3.20.4 Multihulls shall have provision to pump out all watertight compartments with a volume exceeding 0.3cu m except those filled with impermeable buoyancy.

4.21.1 & 4.21.2 Add “for multis shall be able to be quickly & easily deployed”

4.27 Add “for multis shall be accessible without requiring full immersion of a crew member from a normal or inverted position”

Competitors are reminded that Safety is the sole responsibility of the Skipper and Crew and all entrants must complete the Safety Inspection Checklist.

ALL BOATS WILL BE INSPECTED PRIOR TO THE RACE. 

The Safety Inspections of all entrants will be carried out on Tuesday and Wednesday the 3rd and 4th of April unless prior arrangements are made with the race director.

He must be satisfied as to the soundness of hull, spars, rigging, sails and all gear. He must ensure that all safety equipment is properly maintained and stowed and that the crew knows where it is kept and how it is to be used.

1.02.2 
Neither the establishment of these Special Regulations, their use by race organizers, nor the inspection of a yacht under these Special Regulations in any way limits or reduces the complete and unlimited responsibility of the person in charge.

1.02.3 
Decision to race -The responsibility for a yacht's decision to participate in a race or to continue racing is hers alone - RRS Fundamental Rule 4.
